Each recipient thoroughly enjoyed the
experience and greatly appreciated the thoughtfulness of the patron. All of the quartets sang wonderfully over
the long day and had a lot of fun along the way. Emails of the Singing Valentines offering and poster were sent
to all of our email addresses. At the end of the message, everyone was asked to please forward the email to
folks on their personal emails. The subject read “Surprise Your Sweetheart With A Valentine She Will Always
Remember!” Patrons from past years were phoned to encourage repeats, which often worked. One quartet
sang at two local radio stations, The resultant video was posted on one of the stations Facebook page. A
notice also appeared in The Chattanooga Times and Free Press. Overall, singing at the 72 locations will
provide a gross profit of over $3,800.
